In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Charles E. Rainey, Jr. dated July 16, 2001, has become final without further Commission action; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That the Complaint of Donna L. Allen v. Philadelphia Gas Works at Docket No. Z-00866944 is dismissed with prejudice.



2.
That in order to have her gas service restored Complainant must pay Respondent a lump sum of $302.00.



3.
That beginning with the first bill after her service is restored, Complainant must pay Respondent current monthly bills plus $79.00 per month toward her arrears and continue making such monthly payments until the arrearage is liquidated.



4.
That if Complainant complies with these payment terms, then Respondent shall not assess late payment or finance charges against Complainant.



5.
That Respondent shall remove from Complainant’s account, and not hold her responsible for paying, the two late payment charges totaling $35.38 which it assessed her account subsequent to its final meter reading on January 30, 2001, and prior to the April 17, 2001 hearing on her Complaint.
