In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge James D. Porterfield dated July 26, 2001, has become final without further Commission action; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That the formal complaint by the Township of Springdale against Duquesne Light Company and West Penn Power Company, at Docket No. C‑00967749, is sustained to the extent consistent with this Order and is otherwise denied and dismissed.



2.
That within 90 days after the date on which the order of the Commission becomes final, Duquesne Light Company and West Penn Power Company, individually or jointly, must petition the Commission to transfer those electric utility customers, in or near the Village of Harwick, Springdale Township, who are situated in the service territory of West Penn Power Company but who are presently served by Duquesne Light Company, as their electric distribution company, to West Penn Power Company.



3.
The petition(s) of Duquesne Light Company and West Penn Power Company must include detailed plans for the orderly transfer of the involved customers within a reasonable time to maximize economies and minimize any outages to the customers.



4.
That the detailed plans of Duquesne Light Company and West Penn Power Company must include the names and addresses of the involved customers.



5.
That the detailed plans of Duquesne Light Company must include a list of its distribution facilities used to serve the involved customers, along with a summary showing the book investment in the facilities, exclusive of contributions, determined by using the original cost, the original cost minus depreciation, the present‑day cost, and the present‑day cost minus the depreciation.



6.
That the purchase price to West Penn Power Company of the involved distribution facilities will be the book investment of Duquesne Light Company in the facilities, exclusive of contributions, determined by using the original cost, the original cost minus depreciation, the present‑day cost, and the present‑day cost minus the depreciation.



7.
That the formal complaint proceeding captioned Township of Springdale v. Duquesne Light Company and West Penn Power Company, Docket No. C‑00967749, is terminated and the record marked “closed.”
