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MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN ROBERT K. BLOOM

Before the Commission for consideration are the Exceptions of PECO Energy Company ("PECO") to the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Allison Turner ("ALJ") regarding the complaint of Ed Sopko ("Complainant").

The Complaint had alleged twenty three electric service outages since January of 1998.  The ALJ sustained the Complaint and ordered that PECO submit to the Complainant and the Commission quarterly reports of service interruptions for a two year period .  

PECO excepts to the reporting requirement as being beyond the scope of the proceeding and burdensome.  The Office of Special Assistants ("OSA") recommends denying the Exceptions.  

I agree with the OSA recommendation that the reporting requirement is not beyond the scope of the proceeding.  However, it is not necessary that such reports be prepared on a quarterly basis.  Since PECO is required to annually file system-wide reliability reports, the report that specifically addresses the Complainant's outages should also be submitted annually.

THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

1.
PECO Energy be required to submit a report of service interruptions on an annual basis.

2.
The Office of Special Assistants recommendation is adopted in all other respects.

The Office of Special Assistants shall prepare the appropriate order consistent with this Motion.
