Dear Mr. Needham:


On June 7, 2001, US LEC of Pennsylvania filed the above captioned revisions proposing to introduce the Flat Rate Toll Plan, to become effective July 8, 2001.


In accordance with the Annex A, Subsection §53.59 of Final Interim Guidelines entered October 7, 1999, at Docket Nos. L-00940095 and L-00940095F0002, it appears that no further investigation is warranted of US LEC of Pennsylvania’s June 7, 2001 filing of revisions to its Toll Tariff-Telephone PA P.U.C. No. 4 at this time.  Therefore, the proposed revisions were permitted to become effective July 8, 2001, by operation of law, and the Secretary’s Bureau will mark the case closed.


However, this approval does not constitute a determination that this tariff supplement is just, lawful, and reasonable; rather, this is a determination that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Furthermore, our approval is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against this filing.
