F I N A L    O R D E R



In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Fred R. Nene dated September 17, 2001, has become final without further Commission action; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

1.
The complaint of Barbara Ann Fancher v. Duquesne Light Company at Docket No. C-20015842 is dismissed with prejudice for failure to prosecute.

2.
Barbara Ann Fancher shall pay Duquesne Light Company the sum of $649.00 within 30 days of the entry of the Commission’s final Order in this matter.

3.
Beginning with the first monthly bill due after the Commission’s final Order in this matter, Barbara Ann Fancher shall pay to Duquesne Light Company her current monthly budget amount each month when due plus $15.00 each month to be applied toward arrearages on her account.  The added amount shall be payable with the regular monthly bill.

4.
As long as Barbara Ann Fancher adheres to the terms of this Order, Duquesne Light Company shall not assess any late payment charges nor shall Duquesne Light Company terminate service to the Complainant except for valid safety and/or emergency reasons, provided that the Respondent shall not be precluded from terminating service to the Complainant if the Complainant has not paid her budget bills when due prior to the issuance of a final Commission Order.

5.
That if Barbara Ann Fancher fails to adhere to the terms of this Order, Duquesne Light Company is authorized to terminate Complainant’s electric service pursuant to the provisions of 52 Pa. Code Chapter 56.
