IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the formal complaint captioned Wina Bashir, Mejegan Bashir, and Riahana Bashir v. Verizon Pennsylvania Inc., at Docket No. C‑00004307, is denied and dismissed, with prejudice.

That the Answer and New Matter of Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. to the Complaint of Wina Bashir, in the nature of a complaint against Wina Bashir, Mejegan Bashir, and Riahana Bashir is sustained and granted to the extent consistent with this Order.

That Wina Bashir, Mejegan Bashir, and Riahana Bashir are jointly and severally liable to Verizon Pennsylvania Inc. for basic, non‑basic, and toll charges.

That the formal complaint proceeding captioned Wina Bashir, Mejegan Bashir, and Riahana Bashir v. Verizon Pennsylvania Inc., at Docket No. C‑00004307, is terminated and the record to be marked “closed.”
