In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge George M. Kashi dated October 5, 2001, has become final without further Commission action; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.
The Joint Petition for Full Settlement of Formal Complaint (“Joint Petition”), as entered into by and between Loretta Dusack, VERIZON NORTH INC., and the OCA, (collectively referred to as “a Party” or “the Parties”) submitted at Docket No. C-00004033, be and is hereby approved.  



2.
Loretta Dusack, VERIZON NORTH INC., and the OCA shall comply with the terms and conditions of the Joint Petition submitted in this proceeding as though each term and condition stated therein had been the subject of an individual ordering paragraph.  



3.
Upon acceptance and approval by the Commission of the Initial Decision, the Complaint at Docket No. C-00004033 shall be marked withdrawn with prejudice and the docket marked closed.  



4.
The boundary modification contemplated by this Joint Petition will occur only if:



(i)
At least 70% of the Mine 42 Customers agree to the boundary modification (i.e., 76 of the 108 Mine 42 Customers shown on Appendix B of the Joint Petition must timely return customer ballots that show a “yes” vote); AND


(ii)
The Commission thereafter approves the tariff filing made to implement the boundary change.  



5.
If the customer poll fails, no Mine 42 Customer will file any complaint with the Commission that requests a boundary change of the Windber exchange or Extended Area Service from the Windber exchange to the exchanges of Beaverdale and/or South Fork for a period of two (2) years from the date that the Commission enters a final Order approving the Joint Petition for Settlement.  The Secretary is directed not to docket any such complaints.
