O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed April 10, 2001. Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of May 12, 2001.  No protests were filed.



The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.  The record consists of the verified statement entered by the applicant and twenty-seven (27) parties in support.

DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS:



Anthony Merone (Merone or applicant) will operate as a sole proprietor, and is domiciled at 394 East Church Road, Suite D, King of Prussia, Montgomery County.  The facility has two (2) garage bays capable of cross-dock operations, shop and maintenance facilities, and a 500 square foot office.  The location also has ample parking for equipment and customers.  Applicant has a communication system consisting of three (3) incoming phone lines, a fax line, a cellular telephone system, and two-way radios.



Applicant has worked in the past for other intrastate carriers and is familiar with the operations and equipment necessary for providing household goods in use transportation.  A complete safety program will be established to ensure compliance with the requirements of the Commission, to include maintenance of proper records reflecting vehicle conditions and drivers’ hours of service. 



Merone submitted a balance sheet dated September 30, 2001, reporting total assets of $464,513.00 and total liabilities of $168,538.00.  Applicant presently owns four (4) vehicles that will be available to provide service. He also owns additional equipment such as moving blankets, dollies, binders/straps, boxes and other packaging materials, normally used in the transportation of household goods in use.



Twenty-seven (27) supporting statements have been entered.  Most of the statements are from businesses in the proposed service area.  These companies arrange for the transportation of household goods in use when an employee moves.  These statements support a need for service going from the five (5) county area to points in Pennsylvania, or from other points in Pennsylvania, to the five (5) county area.  Considering the unopposed status of the application, we determine that the submission of the twenty-seven (27) statements is sufficient to establish a need for the service.  



After a complete review of the record, we find:


1. The applicant has the equipment, experience and fitness to provide

the proposed service.


2. The applicant has support representative of the proposed service.

3.
Approval of the unopposed application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED: That the application be and is hereby approved, granting the following right:

To transport, as a common carrier, household goods in use, between points in the counties of Bucks, Chester, Delaware, Montgomery and Philadelphia, and from points in said

counties, to points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation granted in this order until the following is submitted to the Commission:

1. Form E evidence of Bodily Injury and Property 

Damage Liability Insurance.

2. Form H evidence of Cargo Liability Insurance.

3. A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That upon compliance with the

requirements herein before set forth, a certificate shall be issued evidencing the Commission’s approval of the right to operate as above determined.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That you must demonstrate safety fitness by completing a Safety Fitness Review.  You will be contacted by the Commission’s Bureau of Transportation and Safety, which will schedule a review to be completed within 180 days of the date your certificate is issued.  Failure to submit to a Safety Fitness Review or to attain a satisfactory evaluation will result in cancellation of the certificate.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the carrier, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That in the event the applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements herein before set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
