ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:



Now before the Commission is a Petition to Abandon filed by Perry Gas Companies, Inc. (“Perry Gas”) on September 20, 2001.  The Petition states that Perry Gas effectively abandoned its natural gas supplier (“NGS”) license.



On November 30, 1999, Perry Gas filed an application for a natural gas supplier license.  By order entered April 27, 2000, the Commission granted Perry Gas a license to serve all customer classes within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  On September 20, 2001, Perry Gas requested that the Commission cancel its NGS license.



Perry Gas states it no longer transacts business in Pennsylvania and that it filed for Chapter 11 Bankrupcy protection and reorganization on August 28, 2000.  Furthermore, Perry Gas has indicated that late last year the decision was made to liquidate the Company and its last day of business was December 31, 2000.



Perry Gas provided written notice to all of its customers that it had filed for bankrupcy and that it was going to cease all purchase and sales related operations effective January 1, 2001.  In addition, Perry Gas coordinated with PPL Gas Utilities to secure gas for all of its former customers.  To date, no complaints have been received.



Since Perry Gas currently has no natural gas customers in the Commonwealth, we believe the relinquishment and abandonment of Perry Gas’ license will have no impact on the public, natural gas distribution utilities or providers of last resort.  Accordingly, we will waive the provisions of the Interim Guidelines Regarding Notification by a Natural Gas Supplier of Operational Changes Affecting Customer Service and Contracts, at Docket No. M-00001343 (Interim Guidelines), directing the abandoning NGS to publish legal notice of its cessation of service.

 

As a result of Perry Gas’ desire to no longer operate as an NGS, we find no valid reason to deny Perry Gas’ Petition to Abandon and cancel its NGS license at Docket No. A-125048;  THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.  That the Petition to Abandon filed by Perry Gas Companies, Inc. on September 20, 2001 is hereby granted.



2.  That the NGS license held by Perry Gas Companies, Inc. at Docket No. A-125048 is hereby cancelled.



3. That the notification by newspaper publication provisions of the Interim Guidelines Regarding Notification by a Natural Gas Supplier of Operational Changes Affecting Customer Service and Contracts, at Docket No. M-00001343 (Interim Guidelines), are waived consistent with the discussions in this Order.



4.  That the Secretary shall strike the Company’s name from all active utility lists maintained by the Annual Report Section of the Secretary’s Bureau and the Assessment Section of the Bureau of Administrative Services.



5. That a copy of this order be served on the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business Advocate, and all natural gas distribution companies.



6.  That a copy of this order be served on the Department of Revenue, Bureau of Corporation Taxes.
