In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge John H. Corbett, Jr. dated October 23, 2001, has become final without further Commission action; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the complaint of Gary D. Upshaw v. The Peoples Natural Gas Company, d/b/a Dominion Peoples, docketed with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission at No. C‑20015795, is hereby dismissed with prejudice.

2. That the Complainant shall pay the Respondent the monthly optional payment amount of the bills as they come due, plus $15.00 a month to reduce the arrearage owed on this account, on the date due for the payment of each monthly bill, effective with the first monthly bill received after entry of the Commission’s Order in this case and continuing thereafter on the due date for the payment of each regular monthly bill, until the arrearage on this account has been paid in full.

3. That the Complainant may avoid the payment terms established in the preceding ordering paragraph two by enrolling and participating in the Respondent’s Customer Assistance Program, if he qualifies, for as long as he abides by all of the terms, conditions and provisions of that program.

4. That, so long as the Complainant adheres to the terms of this Order, the Respondent shall not assess any late payment charges nor shall Respondent terminate service to the Complainant, except for valid safety and/or emergency reasons.

5. That if the Complainant fails to adhere to the terms of this Order, the Respondent is hereby authorized to terminate service to the Complainant pursuant to the provisions of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq., and the regulations of this Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§56.1, et seq.
