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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:



On November 1, 2001, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (“PPL”) filed Supplement No. 19 to Tariff Electric - PA P.U.C. No. 201 for the purpose of changing the termination date of the existing Optional Power Quality Services Rider (Experimental), which offers power conditioning service to PPL’s commercial and industrial customers, from December 31, 2001 to December 31, 2004.  In addition, PPL proposes to eliminate the Optional POWER WATCH Service Rider-Residential (Experimental) and the Optional POWER WATCH Service Rider-Commercial (Experimental) from its retail tariff.  PPL requests that the Commission allow Supplement No. 19 to become effective on December 31, 2001.




The Optional Power Quality Services Rider contains customized power conditioning services for customers’ site specific power disturbance problems.  These services include diagnostic service, engineering analyses and design, electrical system modification and/or power conditioning equipment installation, and maintenance of the electrical and/or power conditioning system. 




PPL states that it proposes to change the termination date from December 31, 2001 to December 31, 2004, so that it can continue to provide its commercial and industrial customers with a service that is not readily available in PPL’s service area from other sources.  PPL states that continuation of the Power Quality Services program for another three year period will improve customer satisfaction by addressing customers’ power conditioning problems or concerns.




All Power conditioning equipment installed under the Power Quality Services Rider will continue to be owned by the participating customers.  Installation and maintenance will be provided by PPL through the use of sub-contractors.




PPL states that because Power Quality Services is a customized service, the Rider does not contain specific prices.  The costs of the customized, site-specific program are dependent on the size, location, and design of each customer’s needs.  The specific terms and conditions for the provision of Power Quality Services will be included in individual customer contracts.  The term of each contract for Power Quality Services will be negotiated on a case by case basis.




PPL states that there are currently 5 customers being served under PPL’s Optional Power Quality Services Rider (Experimental) and there are no customers presently being served under PPL’s Optional POWER WATCH Services Riders. 



Upon our review of the proposed tariff filing, it does not appear to be unlawful, unjust, unreasonable, or contrary to the public interest.  Therefore, we shall permit the proposed filing to become effective on the date requested.  However, approval of this filing does not constitute a determination that this filing is lawful, just, or reasonable, but only that further investigation or suspension does not appear to be warranted at this time; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.   That Supplement No.19 to Tariff Electric - PA P.U.C. No. 201 is hereby allowed to become effective on December 31, 2001.



2.   That this Order is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against the proposed Tariff.  



3.   That this proceeding at Docket No. R-00016875 be closed.
