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O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:  

We adopt as our action the Recommended Decision of Chief Administrative Law Judge Robert A. Christianson dated January 3, 2002; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the Complaint filed by Central Atlantic Payphone Association and its member payphone service providers against Denver and Ephrata Telephone and Telegraph Company, docketed at C-00003888 is hereby severed from the other outstanding complaints brought by CAPA against various other Pennsylvania incumbent local exchange carriers.

2.
That the Joint Stipulation in Settlement of CAPA and Denver and Ephrata Telephone and Telegraph Company be and is hereby approved and adopted in its entirety and without substantive modification, including all terms and conditions set forth in the Settlement Agreement, as in the public interest.

That Denver and Ephrata Telephone and Telegraph Company shall file all required tariff modifications and/or supplements, within five (5) business days of the issuance of a Commission Order, to be effective on a one day’s notice.

That the formal complaint filed by Central Atlantic Payphone Association against Denver and Eprhrata Telephone and Telegraph Company at Docket No. C-00003888 be deemed satisfied.

That the case at Docket No. C-00003888 be and is hereby marked closed.
