HISTORY OF THE PROCEEDING AND DISCUSSION


Ms. Kelly filed the above captioned Complaint (high bill) on July 9, 2001.  A hearing was held October 29, 2001, before the undersigned.  Both parties appeared and presented evidence.  During a subsequent conference call with the parties, Ms. Kelly requested the opportunity to supplement the record with documents which she believed would demonstrate that the Complaint was filed in error.  By letter, dated November 7, 2001, I permitted Ms. Kelly to submit the documents to the Company's attorney and me.  I also gave the Company ten days to object.  



By letter dated November 10, 2001, Ms. Kelly sent the documents, which were labeled Exhibits 1 through 7.  Exhibit 1 had been previously admitted at the October 29 hearing.  



On December 5, 2001, I received Ms. Kelly's request for withdrawal of her Complaint.  It was dated November 11, 2001.



The Company did not submit an objection to the documents or to the withdrawal request.  Consequently, the documents will be admitted without objection, and the withdrawal will be granted as well.  Copies of the documents will be forwarded to the Secretary's Bureau.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The Commission has jurisdiction over the subject of and parties to this proceeding.  Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §701.

After considering a request to withdraw and any objection thereto, the Commission can determine whether a withdrawal will be permitted.  52 Pa. Code §5.94.

ORDER


NOW THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That Exhibits 2 through 7 from Shashonna Kelly are hereby admitted.



2.
That the withdrawal request from Shashonna Kelly, dated November 11, 2001, is hereby granted.

That the Complaint of Shashonna Kelly v. PPL Electric Utilities Corporation, at Docket No. C-20015853, shall be marked withdrawn and closed.
