On December 28, 2001, Commonwealth Telephone Co., (Company) filed Supplement No. 72 to Tariff Telephone P.U.C. No. 23, to become effective January 1, 2002.  This supplement proposes to change the Subscriber Line Charge reference in the Lifeline Program from a specific amount to an approved Federal Communications Commission (FCC) rate pursuant to the provisions of the FCC at Docket Nos. 00-256, 96-45, 98-77, 98-166 and 00-193.

Commission Staff has reviewed this filing and further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, in accordance with 52 Pa. Code §53.59d, the proposed tariff supplement was permitted to become effective January 1, 2002, and the Secretary’s Bureau will mark this case closed.


However, this approval does not constitute a determination that this tariff is just, lawful and reasonable; rather, this is a determination that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Furthermore, our approval is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against these filings.
