I. HISTORY OF THE PROCEEDINGS


	On October 1, 2001 Leroy F. Thomison (hereinafter Complainant) filed a formal 


   


complaint against Commonwealth Telephone Company (hereinafter Respondent).  The subject matter of the complaint is allegedly excessive bills rendered by Respondent to Complainant.


	An answer was filed by Respondent on November 1, 2001 which denied the allegations of the complaint relating to the allegedly excessive bills


	An Initial Hearing was convened, pursuant to notice, on January 14, 2002.  Complainant failed to participate, and the efforts of the undersigned to reach him via telephone (at the two telephone numbers inserted by Complainant upon the formal complaint), which were made part of the transcribed record, were unavailing.  Respondent’s attorney made an oral motion to dismiss the complaint.  The purpose of this decision is to grant said motion.











II. DISCUSSION 


	Concerning the subject matter of this proceeding, Complainant has the burden


of proof.  See 66 Pa. C.S.A. section 332.                            


	By his failure to participate in the hearing, Complainant has failed to meet his said burden of proof.  Accordingly, the complaint must be dismissed.

	This Commission has jurisdiction over the subject of this proceeding and over the parties thereto.

        	  Upon consideration of the foregoing, we now issue this ORDER:
