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MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN ROBERT K. BLOOM

Before the Commission for consideration are the proposed tariff revisions of Supplement No. 14 to Tariff Gas-Pa. P. U. C. No. 1 for the Philadelphia Gas Works (“PGW”).  The modifications are to customer service regulations as the result of on-going dialogue between PGW and the Bureau of Consumer Services.

The Bureau of Fixed Utility Services (“FUS”) recommends that Supplement No. 14 be approved, as submitted.  I disagree with part of the FUS recommendation.

There are nine proposed revisions within Supplement No. 14.  Eight of those revisions are acceptable.  However, I have concerns over the wording on Regulation 13.2.  In addition, to adding the word “Interrupt” to the title, language is also added regarding the notification of customers of planned outages and intention to restore as soon as possible after necessary health, safety and property interruptions.

The proposed modifications should reflect the letter as well as the spirit of the requirements of Chapter 56.71.  I find the modifications do not.  Therefore, PGW must specifically state all four provisions in Section 56.71. 

THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

1. The Bureau of Fixed Utility Services Report is modified consistent with this Motion. 

2.   Philadelphia Gas Works must modify Regulation 13.2 so as to comply with Chapter 56.71.

3. The Bureau of Fixed Utility Services shall prepare the appropriate Order consistent with this 

      Motion.
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
