Dear Mr. Lunsford: 

On January 30, 2002, US LEC of Pennsylvania filed revisions as Supplement No. 3 to the above referenced tariff, to become effective February 1, 2002.  This filing will introduce Asynchronous Transfer Mode (ATM) Service, and also reduce the Non-Recurring Installation charges for T-1 based products from $1,250 to $1,000.


This filing has been reviewed by Commission Staff and further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, the proposed tariff revisions were permitted to become effective February 1, 2002, by operation of law, and the Secretary’s Bureau will mark the case closed. 

However, this approval does not constitute a determination that these tariff filings are just, lawful, and reasonable; rather, this is a determination that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Furthermore, our approval is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against these filings.
