On January 22, 2002, NOW Communications, Inc. filed the above referenced tariff revision for the purpose of deleting the price associated with the Processing Fee, deleting “711” as an example of a caller-paid information service, increasing the basic service connection fee, and increasing the basic monthly fee, effective February 5, 2002.


This filing has been reviewed by Commission Staff and further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, the proposed tariff revision has been permitted to become effective on February 5, 2002, by operation of law, and the Secretary's Bureau will mark the case closed.


However, this approval does not constitute a determination that this tariff revision is just, lawful, and reasonable; rather, this is a determination that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.
