IT IS ORDERED:



1.
The complaint of the Bureau of Transportation and Safety against Joseph Garvin d/b/a Metro Limousine, docketed at C-20015727, is sustained.

Pursuant to the authority granted by Section 3301 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S.A. § 3301, Respondent Joseph Garvin d/b/a Metro Limousine will remit a civil penalty of $500.00, payable by money order or certified funds to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265, within thirty (30) days after this Order becomes final.

Respondent Joseph Garvin d/b/a Metro Limousine shall cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code and the regulations of this Commission.
