History of the Proceedings

On November 26, 2001, Marlene Thompson filed a complaint against the PPL Electric Utilities Corporation.  The complaint is an appeal from a decision of the Bureau of Consumer Services in an informal complaint at BCS Docket No. ST1026356.  In the complaint, Ms. Thompson alleged that she could not afford to comply with the BCS directed payment arrangement. 



The complaint was served on PPL, and PPL filed an answer to it.



On February 5, 2002, this case was assigned to me.  Also on that day, the parties were informed by letter that a telephonic hearing would be held on March 25, 2002, at 10:00 a.m.



I convened the hearing as scheduled.  I was immediately informed by PPL that on February 28, 2002, Ms. Thompson filed for bankruptcy in the Middle District of Pennsylvania.  The docket number of the case is 02-01046RJW-1.  Ms. Thompson confirmed PPL's statement. 

Discussion


Because Ms. Thompson has filed for bankruptcy, any Commission action regarding her pre-petition account is stayed by virtue of the bankruptcy filing.  See e.g., Nardelli v. Duquesne Light Co., Z-00426416 (order entered April 30, 1999).  It is too soon after the bankruptcy filing to know whether there is any post-petition inability to pay.  Thus, it would be inappropriate to do more than simply dismiss the complaint.  


Order
THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:

That the complaint of Marlene Thompson against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation at Z-01026356 is dismissed.
