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RESCISSION ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:

Pursuant to our regulations at 52 Code §63.36, utilities are required to file their Annual Reports for the preceding year by April 30 of the following year.  Thus, the 1999 Annual Reports were due April 30, 2000.  On June 19, 2001, Law Bureau Prosecutory Staff instituted a complaint against Americatel Corporation (the Respondent), an IXC reseller certificated at A-310609 for failure to file its 1999 Annual Report.  Subsequently, on April 4, 2002, the Commission entered a Default Order that sustained the complaint and cancelled Respondent's certificate.  It has since been learned that subsequent to the filing of the complaint, but prior to entry of the Default Order, Respondent filed its 1999 Annual Report.  Consequently, the Default Order was issued in error and should be rescinded;       

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:


1.  That the Default Order entered April 4, 2002 at this docket is hereby rescinded. 


2.  That the certificate of public convenience held by Americatel Corporation at A-310609 is hereby reinstated.


3.  That Notice of this Rescission Order shall be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.
