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Before the Commission for consideration is the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Richard M. Lovenwirth (“ALJ”) regarding the foreign load complaint of Richard Feleccia (“Complainant”) against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (“PPL”).  The ALJ sustained the Complaint and directed the tenant’s balance be transferred into the landlord’s name.  I disagree.

The billing property is a single family dwelling with one meter.  The Complainant (and tenant) had exclusive use of the second floor and joint use of part of the first floor.
  The Complainant is the only occupant of the premises with the remainder of the house being used for storage. The Complainant is the customer of record consistent with the agreement between the parties.  When he vacated the premises, his arrearage was $1,139.50.
  The Bureau of Consumer Services issued its Decision
 denying the Complaint.

The ALJ erroneously applied 66 Pa.C.S. Section 1529.1(b) and our ruling in Santos v. Metropolitan Edison Company.
  The premise is a single family home.  Pursuant to the parties’ agreement, the Complainant should be responsible for the electric bill.

Based on the unique facts in this case, the outstanding balance of $1,139.50 is the sole responsibility of the Complainant.  A transfer of the balance to the landlord is not warranted under Section 1529.1. 

THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

1. The Initial Decision of the Administrative Law Judge is reversed.

2. The outstanding balance is the sole responsibility of the tenant since Section 1529.1 is not applicable.

3. The Office of Special Assistants shall prepare the appropriate Order consistent with this Motion.
