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MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN ROBERT K. BLOOM

Before the Commission for consideration is the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) Michael C. Schnierle regarding the inability to pay complaint of Bernardine Walker (“Complainant”).  The complaint represents an appeal of the Bureau of Consumer Service’s (“BCS”) determination
 which directed the Complainant to pay $415 by October 10, 2001 and then pay budget bills of $357 monthly when due plus $15 per month on the arrearage.

The ALJ directed a lump sum payment of $1171 within 14  days.  I agree that a lump sum payment is appropriate.  However, the Complainant is at the lower end of a Level 1 income, so the lump sum should be calculated consistent with our ruling in Robinson v PECO Energy, Docket C-0096888. Therefore, Complainant is responsible for all missed payments on her arrearage in the amount of  $580 ($415 + ($15 x 11).  That amount must be paid within 30 days.  Late payment fees are to be waived.

THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

The Initial Decision is modified consistent with this Motion.

The Complainant shall pay $580 within 30 days from the date of the entered Order.
