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MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN ROBERT K. BLOOM

Before the Commission for consideration are the Exceptions of Anthony Cannon ("Complainant") to the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Herbert S. Cohen ("ALJ").  The Exceptions consist of a handwritten notation on the Initial Decision that states, "request appeal of this Decision."  The ALJ had recommended that the Complaint against UGI Utilities Inc. - Gas Division ("Respondent") be dismissed with prejudice since the Complainant failed to appear at the duly noticed hearing.

The Office of Special Assistants ("OSA") recommends denying the Complainant's Exceptions.  I agree.  However, in its Reply Exceptions, the Respondent requested that any additional Complaints filed by Complainant: (1) on the issues litigated in his previous complaint, Docket No. Z-00849753, and re-litigated in the current proceeding; and (2) within two years of the entry of the final order in this docket, be dismissed summarily upon motion after review.   The OSA recommends denying this request.  I disagree.  

The Complainant is no stranger to the administrative processes of this Commission.  Since 1999 he has filed nine informal complaints with the Bureau of Consumer Services ("BCS").  In addition to the present formal complaint, he has filed two other formal complaints alleging an inability to pay.  The BCS and Secretary's Office are directed to no longer accept filings regarding the subject matter of this proceeding.  His abuse of the administrative process warrants this result.

THEREFORE I MOVE THAT:

1. The Exceptions of Anthony Cannon are denied.

2. The Reply Exceptions of UGI Utilities, Inc. - Gas Division, are granted in part.

3. The Complaint is dismissed with prejudice.


4. The Bureau of Consumer Services and Secretary's Office are directed not to accept any filings from Anthony Cannon regarding the subject matter of this proceeding.

5. The Office of Special Assistants shall prepare the appropriate Order consistent with this Motion.
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
