ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:


By this Application filed on July 1, 2002, Pennsylvania-American Water Company (Applicant), 800 West Hersheypark Drive, Hershey, PA 17033, seeks a Certificate of Public Convenience pursuant to Section 1102(a)(1)(i) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1102(a)(1)(i), evidencing Commission approval of the right to begin to offer, render, furnish or supply wastewater service to the public in portions of West Sadsbury Township, Chester County, as shown on a map filed with the Application. 


The Applicant submitted proofs of service and publication.  The Commission received no protests within the protest period.  No hearing was held and no motions or petitions have been filed in this proceeding.

The Application was served on the appropriate township and county officials, and their planning commissions.  On April 9, 2002, the West Sadsbury Township, Board of Supervisors adopted a Resolution, petitioning the Applicant to make the subject Application, to provide service in this additional territory.  The Chester County Planning Commission submitted a letter indicating that they supported the approval of this Application. 


The Applicant is a regulated public utility company, duly organized and existing under the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and is engaged in the business of supplying and distributing water and treating wastewater.  Wastewater service is furnished to the public in a service territory encompassing portions of 3 counties in the Commonwealth.  The Applicant provided wastewater service to approximately 9,354 customers as of March 31, 2002.  A description of the Applicant’s certificated wastewater service territory was provided in the Application.


The nature and character of the service to be provided through this Application is to furnish public wastewater service.  The proposed service territory is an additional portion of West Sadsbury Township, Chester County.  The tract of land is located in the northwest quadrant of the intersection of Routes 10 and 30.  This parcel of land is owned and occupied by a Wawa facility and is adjacent to the West Sadsbury Commons shopping center.  The Applicant is certificated to serve in portions of West Sadsbury Township under Docket Nos. A-212285F0071 and A-230073F0002, and has water and wastewater systems located adjacent to the proposed service territory.


The proposed service territory will include one commercial customer.  The Applicant has received a written request for water and wastewater service from Wawa, and the Applicant has concurrently requested, at Docket No. 
A-212285F0105, approval to expand its service territory in order to provide water service at this same location.


The Applicant will not need to install any additional infrastructure in order to serve the proposed territory.  All costs will be borne by Wawa, who will bore under Route 30 and insert a casing to house a 4-inch PVC wastewater service pipe.  Wawa has obtained the highway permit for this construction.  Wastewater will be pumped, by a grinder pump, from the Wawa facility through the 4-inch pipe, into the Applicant’s gravity collection system, located on the West Sadsbury Commons’ grounds.  Wawa will be the only facility served by the service connection.


The Applicant will apply the rules, regulations and schedule of rates contained in its Tariff Wastewater-Pa P.U.C. No. 3.  The Commercial rates are based on metered water usage and this customer is projected to use approximately 1,600-gallons of water per day.  At a volume of 48,000-gallons, the monthly wastewater bill would be approximately $147. 
 


Chester County Health Department was contacted regarding this Application and has reported there are no pending actions or outstanding complaints with the Applicant.  The Applicant is current with all regulatory assessments and reports.


No other corporation, partnership or individual is now furnishing wastewater service to the public in the area involved in this Application.


Upon full consideration of all matters of record, we find that approval of this Application is necessary and proper for the service, accommodation, and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.  That the Application of Pennsylvania-American Water Company, at Docket No. A-230073F0006, is hereby approved.


2.  That a Certificate of Public Convenience be issued pursuant to Section 1102(a)(1)(i) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1102(a)(1)(i), authorizing Pennsylvania-American Water Company to begin to offer, render, furnish or supply wastewater service to the public in an additional portion of West Sadsbury Township, Chester County, as shown on a map filed with the Application.


3.  That nothing herein shall be construed to exempt the Pennsylvania-American Water Company from obtaining all necessary permits and approvals from other state, federal and local government agencies having jurisdiction.


4.  That failure to comply with the above conditions may result in the imposition of fines and/or other appropriate action.


5.  That a copy of this Order be served, by the Commission Secretary’s Bureau, on the Office of Trial Staff.


6.  That all records with respect to Pennsylvania-American Water Company, docketed at A-230073F0006 be marked closed by the Commission Secretary’s Bureau.
