ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:


 Parks Moving System, Inc. has filed 2nd Revised Page 79 to Tariff Freight Pa. PUC No.54 on July 26, 2002 and proposes a total increase in revenues of $5,950 to cover increased operating expenses.


Carrier proposes to increase its hourly 3 men and vehicle normal complement charge in Chester and Delaware Counties by $9.00 in order to generate part of this revenue increase. Carrier currently charges $98.25 per hour and proposes an increase to $107.25 per hour. The rate increase to support this additional revenue is 9.2% ($98.25 to $107.25). Carrier also proposes to increase its hourly 3 men and vehicle normal complement charge in Bucks, Montgomery and Philadelphia Counties by $9.75 in order to generate the other part of this revenue increase. Carrier currently charges $110.25 per hour and proposes an increase to $120.00 per hour. The rate increase to support this addition revenue is 8.8% ($110.25 to $120.00).


Carrier’s total household goods revenue is $268,417 (the revenue effected by the hourly proposal herein is Chester and Delaware Counties $48,600; and, Bucks, Montgomery and Philadelphia $16,811).


Carrier requests that the revised tariff page becomes effective October 15, 2002. The current hourly rates have been in effect since February 10, 1997.


Carrier submitted detailed financial records and other supporting data in support of its request. Carrier has calculated that the increase will produce additional PUC revenues of $5,950 (Chester and Delaware Counties $48,600 x 9.2%; and, Bucks, Montgomery and Philadelphia Counties $16,811 x 8.8%).

COMPANY CLAIMED ADJUSTMENTS TO OPERATING EXPENSES


The carrier avers that the increase is necessary to cover increased insurance costs of $4,093. The insurance increases are broken down as follows: vehicle coverage increase $2,308 and umbrella insurance increase $1,785.

ANALYSIS


Carrier proposes a $5,950 increase in revenue to offset increased insurance premium expenses of $4,093.


In order to generate this revenue increase, Carrier proposes to increase its 3 men and vehicle normal complement charge in Chester and Delaware Counties of $98.25 per hour to $107.25 per hour; and, Bucks, Montgomery and Philadelphia of $110.25 per hour to $120.00 per hour. We conclude that the data compiled and submitted by the carrier supports this increase. The requested rate revenue will yield a 99.7 % operating ratio.

CONCLUSION


We have determined that the above financial justification supports the proposed revenue increase of $5,950. This operating ratio appears sufficient to generate a profitable margin necessary to provide safe, dependable and continuous service to the public: THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That 2nd Revised Page 79 to Tariff Freight Pa. PUC No. 54  be approved to become effective October 15, 2002. 

2. That a copy of this order be served upon the carrier.
