F I N A L    O R D E R


In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Michael C. Schnierle dated August 27, 2002, has become final without further Commission action; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the complaint of Diane Colvin v. North Penn Gas Company at Docket No. C-20027299 is dismissed with prejudice for failure to prosecute.

2. That within thirty (30) days after the date when the Commission’s Final Order is entered in this proceeding, Ms. Colvin shall pay to North Penn Gas Company a lump sum of $266, and beginning with the first bill rendered by North Penn after the date when the Commission's Final Order is entered, Ms. Colvin shall pay budget bills for current service, as they become due, and an additional $40 per month toward the accumulated debt ($1,539.27 as of August 27, 2002, and any additional debt accumulated since that date), and continue to make such payments monthly until the debt has been fully liquidated.  

3. That if Ms. Colvin complies with this payment plan, North Penn shall not terminate gas service except for valid safety or emergency reasons.

4. That if Ms. Colvin complies with this payment plan, North Penn shall waive late payment charges.

5. That if Ms. Colvin fails to comply with this payment plan, North Penn may terminate gas service to her upon compliance with the applicable notice provisions of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq., and the Commission's regulations, 52 Pa. Code §§56.1, et seq.  Such termination of service shall not be precluded by 52 Pa. Code §56.92 solely because she has filed either an informal or formal complaint with this Commission which raises the same matters presented in this complaint or addresses the terms of the payment arrangement specified herein.
