Dear Mr. Lunsford: 

On December 7, 2001, US LEC of Pennsylvania, Inc. filed Supplement No 1 to the above referenced tariff, to become effective December 11, 2001.  These changes are made to add additional regulations for ISDN PRI Service, Connectivity and Collocation Service, SDSL Service, T-1 Service, and Frame Relay Service.  Minor rate adjustments are also made to some of these services.  These services are offered for commercial customers and the changes have no effect on residential customers.  


This filing has been reviewed by Commission Staff and further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, the proposed tariff revisions were permitted to become effective December 11, 2001, by operation of law. 

However, this approval does not constitute a determination that these tariff revisions are just, lawful, and reasonable; rather, this is a determination that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.
