ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:


 The Snyder Brothers Moving, Inc., t/a George Transportation Company, has filed 5th Revised Page 44; 3rd Revised Page 44-A; and, 1st Revised Page 44-B to Tariff Freight Pa. PUC No. 54 on October 18, 2002 and proposes a total increase in revenues of $21,943 to cover increased operating expenses.


Carrier proposes to increase its hourly 3 men and vehicle normal complement charge by $6.00 in order to generate this revenue increase. Carrier currently charges $88.00 per hour and proposes an increase to $94.00 per hour. The rate increase to support this additional revenue is 6.8% ($88.00 to $94.00).


Carrier’s total household goods intrastate revenue is $3,547,552; interstate revenue of $2,122,915; and, total revenue of $5,670,467 (the revenue effected by the hourly proposal herein is $322,700).


Carrier requests that the revised tariff pages become effective December 23, 2002. The $88.00 per hour rate has been in effect since April 17, 1998.


Carrier submitted detailed financial records and other supporting data in support of its request. Carrier has calculated that the increase will produce additional PUC revenues of $21,943 ($322,700 x 6.8%).

COMPANY CLAIMED ADJUSTMENTS TO OPERATING EXPENSES


The carrier avers that the increase is necessary primarily to cover total increased insurance costs of $65,829 (from $218,785 to 284,614), and, total driver, helper, packer and warehousemen wages and benefits of $500,046 (from $1,797,968 to $2,298,014).


The carrier avers that the intrastate portion of the insurance is approximately $3,745, wages is $16,503 and benefits (payroll related taxes, health insurance, and workman’s compensation) is $11,949, for a total intrastate projected expense of $32,197.

ANALYSIS


Carrier proposes a $21,943 increase in revenue to offset increased expenses of $32,197.


In order to generate this revenue increase, Carrier proposes to increase its 3 men and vehicle normal complement charge of $88.00 per hour to $94.00 per hour. We conclude that the data compiled and submitted by the carrier supports this increase. The overall company operation will result in an operating ratio of 95%. 

CONCLUSION


We have determined that the above financial justification supports the proposed revenue increase of $21,943. The carrier avers that interstate revenues will be increased sufficiently to generate a profitable margin necessary to provide safe, dependable and continuous service to the public: THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That 5th Revised Page 44; 3rd Revised Page 44-A; and, 1st Revised Page 44-B to Tariff Freight Pa. PUC No. 54 be approved to become effective December 23, 2002. 

2. That a copy of this order be served upon the carrier.
