This letter is in response to your Company’s proposed Supplement No. 2 to Toll Tariff-Telephone PA PUC No. 4, filed on June 28, 2002.  This filing proposes to decrease the per minute rate for calling card service, and to increase the toll free payphone surcharge.  This Supplement has been filed to become effective July 31, 2002.


This filing has been reviewed by Commission Staff and further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time. Therefore, the proposed tariff supplement has been permitted to become effective July 31, 2002, by operation of law, and the Secretary’s Bureau will mark the case closed.
