This letter is in response to the above Company’s proposed Supplement No. 5 to Tariff-Telephone Pa. P.U.C. No. 1, filed on November 26, 2002.  This filing proposes to reduce the NRC and MRC charges for Analog Gateway services; reduce several MRC and NRC rates for Connectivity and Co-location Service; and introduce Single Line Foreign Exchange (FX) Service.  This supplement has been filed to become effective January 1, 2003.             


This filing has been reviewed by Commission Staff and further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, the proposed tariff supplement has been permitted to become effective January 1, 2003, by operation of law, and the Secretary’s Bureau will mark the case closed.
