I. HISTORY OF  THE PROCEEDINGS

On April 16, 2002 Tim Schweitzer (hereinafter Complainant) filed a formal complaint against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (hereinafter Respondent) wherein he alleges that Respondent improperly added to the account balance of one of the accounts in his name to another account in his name (after termination of the former account).


An Answer and New Matter was filed by Respondent on May 20, 2002.


An Initial Hearing was convened on August 20, 2002.  Complainant failed to appear.  Subsequently, at the request of the undersigned, a brief was filed by Respondent.

II. DISCUSSION


Complainant in this case has had thrust upon him by the legislature the burden of proof.  See 66 Pa. C.S.A. section 332(a).


By his failure to participate in the initial hearing, he has failed to meet the said burden of proof.


Complaint dismissal, therefore, is necessary.

III. CONCLUSION OF LAW

This Commission has jurisdiction over the subject matter of this proceeding and over the parties thereto.

IV. ORDER

That the complaint filed by Tim Schweitzer against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation on April 16, 2002 at docket number C-20027478 be and is hereby dismissed, with prejudice.
