On January 17, 2003, Commonwealth Telephone Company filed the above referenced tariff revisions for the purpose of introducing 411 Deluxe Enhanced Directory Assistance, a new optional (non-basic) service, effective January 17, 2003.


This filing has been reviewed by Commission Staff, and further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, the proposed tariff revisions have been permitted to become effective on January 17, 2003, by operation of law, and the Secretary's Bureau will mark the case closed.
