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                            On October 23rd, 2002 Dr. Leon Clark 

              (hereinafter Complainant) filed a formal complaint (in

              the form of a letter to the Chief Administrative Law

              Judge) with this Commission against PPL Electric

              Utilities Corporation (hereinafter Respondent). 

                            In summary, the complaint alleges an

              unlawful termination of electric service to the Complainant by

              Respondent.  

                            Thereafter, on or about November 12th,

              2002 an answer was filed by the Respondent which

  denied the complaint allegations of an unlawful termination.  
The said answer alleged, inter alia, that Complainant had                                             refused to allow a reading of the electric meter over a period of years, and that when the representatives of Respondent came upon the premises of Complainant in order to effectuate a service termination, they were greeted by Complainant, who was carrying a gun.  The said answer indicated a refusal of Complainant to allow Respondent to install a remote meter upon Complainant’s premises.
                            A hearing was scheduled for and convened

              on February 5th, 2003 at 10:00 A.M. at the Scranton State Office

              Building.  Respondent was represented thereat by

Counsel as well by several witnesses, but Complainant never                        

appeared.  The undersigned tried to reach Complainant at the

              telephone number which had been given to the

              undersigned by a representative of Respondent, and the
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              said telephone call was unavailing.  The call was answered by a 
              recorded message, and the undersigned left a message which

              instructed Complainant to call the undersigned within

              fifteen minutes concerning the hearing.   Because nothing was

              heard from the Complainant thereafter, at 10:25 a.m.,    

              the hearing was adjourned.  

                                   DISCUSSION

                            Complainant has had assigned to him by

              the legislature the burden of proof.  66 Pa. C.S.A. 

              Section 332 (a).  By his failure to appear at the

              hearing, he has failed to meet that burden of proof. 

                            Accordingly, the undersigned has

              determined that the only proper disposition of this

              complaint is dismissal thereof.  

                                      ORDER

              
UPON CONSIDERATION OF THE FOREGOING, WE NOW ISSUE THIS

              ORDER:  

                       That the letter/complaint filed by Dr. Leon

              Clark against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation on

              October 23rd, 2002 at docket number C-20028680 be and

              is hereby dismissed, with prejudice.
