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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION,
 
On February 7, 2003, Duquesne Light Company (“Duquesne”) filed Supplement No. 11 to Tariff Electric-Pa. P.U.C. No. 23 to become effective February 7, 2003.  The filing proposes to comply with the provisions of Act No. 203 which was signed into law by the Governor of Pennsylvania on December 9, 2002.  The requested February 7, 2003 effective date is consistent with the effective date of Pennsylvania Act No. 203.
Act No. 203 amends Section 1511 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1511, to extend the residential rate option to non-profit rescue squads and ambulance services.
§1511.  Electricity supplied to certain organizations.

     Any public utility company supplying electric service shall, upon application, permit a volunteer fire company, a nonprofit rescue squad or ambulance service or a nonprofit senior citizen center to elect to have its electric service rendered pursuant to a rate schedule which provides equivalent charges for such service as residential rates upon execution of a contract for a minimum term of one year.

Duquesne states that Supplement No. 11 modifies the applicable provisions of Duquesne’s tariff to implement the requirements of Act No. 203, and proposes definitions of a “non-profit rescue squad” and a “non-profit ambulance service.”


Duquesne has requested that the Commission waive the sixty (60) day notice period and permit Supplement No. 11 to become effective on February 7, 2003, consistent with the effective date of Act No. 203.



The Commission has examined the proposed tariff supplement and  has determined that it appears to be reasonable and consistent with the public interest; however, approval of the tariff supplement does not preclude the Commission from investigating during any formal proceeding, the reasonableness of any charges under the tariff supplement;  THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:


1. That Supplement No. 11 to Tariff Electric-Pa. P.U.C. No. 23 is hereby allowed to become effective on February 7, 2003.



2.  That the Commission grants the waiver of the sixty (60) day notice period.



3.  That acceptance does not preclude the Commission from investigating during any formal proceeding the reasonableness of any charges under the Tariff Supplement.


4.  That the proceeding at Docket No. R-00038188 be closed.
