By Order entered December 24, 2002, the Commission directed Verizon North to conduct a customer poll of its Hooversville Exchange with regard to one-way Extended Area Service (EAS) from Hooversville to the Somerset exchange.


The results of the balloting indicate that 73.87 percent of the Hooversville Exchange customers voted in the customer poll.  A summary of the balloting follows:

Therefore, in accordance with the Commission’s Order issued at Docket No. C‑00004308, Verizon North is hereby advised that the customer poll has resulted in a positive response, and one-way EAS from Hooversville to Somerset shall be implemented within four months of this notification.  

Verizon North is also notified that it shall file a revised tariff supplement to become effective upon at least one day’s notice, to add Somerset to the local calling area of the Hooversville Exchange, consistent with rates contained in the polling letter.  If an optional Calling Plan (OCP) currently exists on this toll route, the Company shall file a revised tariff supplement, effective upon at lease one day’s notice, which removes the Hooversville to Somerset toll route as an available route under the Company’s OCP.
