In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Debra Paist dated February 26, 2003, has become final without further Commission action; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the formal complaint of Cheryl Kyle at Docket No. Z‑01119476 is hereby dismissed with prejudice.

2.
That, within 60 days of the entry date of the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission's order at Docket No. Z‑01119476, Cheryl Kyle shall make a lump sum payment of $1,271.61 to PECO Energy Company.

3.
That, in addition to the payments required in numbered paragraph 2 of this Order, Cheryl Kyle shall, by the payment deadlines stated in her monthly PECO Energy Company bills, pay her monthly PECO Energy Company budget amounts.

4.
That, if Cheryl Kyle fails to make the payments stated in this Order, PECO Energy Company is authorized to suspend or terminate her service in accordance with the Commission's regulations in Chapter 56 of Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code.

5.
That, as long as Cheryl Kyle makes the payments stated in this Order, PECO Energy Company is enjoined from suspending or terminating her service except for valid safety or emergency reasons.
