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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:


On April 9, 2003, Total Environmental Solutions, Inc., Treasure Lake Wastewater System (Respondent), filed Supplement No. 1 to Tariff Wastewater-Pa. P.U.C. No. 4, proposing to add a surcharge mechanism to their tariff, effective on June 8, 2003.    The surcharge is proposed in order to provide funds for the company to repay a PENNVEST loan secured to construct a wastewater treatment facility in Sandy Township, Clearfield County.  A Formal Complaint was filed on May 22, 2003.  Pursuant to 66 Pa. C.S. §1308(d), the filing will be suspended by operation of law on June 8, 2003, until January 8, 2004, unless permitted by Commission Order to become effective at an earlier date.

Investigation and analysis of this proposed tariff filing and the supporting data indicate that the proposed changes in rates, rules and regulations may be unlawful, unjust, unreasonable, and contrary to the public interest.  It also appears that consideration should be given to the reasonableness of the Respondent’s existing rates, rules and regulations; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:


1.  That an investigation on Commission motion be, and hereby is, instituted to determine the lawfulness, justness, and reasonableness of the rates, rules and regulations contained in the proposed Supplement No. 1 to Tariff Wastewater-Pa. P.U.C. No. 4.


2.  That the proposed Supplement No. 1 to Tariff Wastewater-Pa. P.U.C. No. 4 be, and hereby is, suspended until January 8, 2004, unless otherwise directed by Order of the Commission.


3.  That this investigation shall include consideration of the lawfulness, justness, and reasonableness of Respondent’s existing rates, rules and regulations.


4.  That the case be assigned to the Office of Administrative Law Judge for Alternative Dispute Resolution, if possible, or the prompt scheduling of such hearings as may be necessary culminating in the issuance of a Recommended Decision.


5.  That a copy of this Order shall be served upon the Respondent, the Office of Trial Staff, and any persons who have filed Formal Complaints against Respondent’s proposed tariff.
