History of the Proceedings


Complainant Beverly Wiggins filed her complaint against Respondent PECO Energy Company on October 11, 2002.  In her formal complaint Ms. Wiggins questioned why her budget was so high, and asked for a lower one.  Respondent filed a timely answer.



The initial hearing was scheduled for February 10, 2003.  Prior to starting the hearing, counsel for PECO and Complainant held an informal discussion, and then joined in requesting a 30 day continuance of the hearing, which I granted.  Under date of April 22, 2003, counsel for PECO wrote to me to advise that both foreign wiring and foreign piping had been found to be present at Complainant’s home in the course of a field visit held on February 12, 2003.  The owner of the property was notified but failed to make repairs.  On April 18, 2003, PECO transferred the balances on Complainant’s accounts for both electric and gas service into the name of the owner of the property.
On April 24, 2003, I wrote to Complainant to ask whether, in light of the actions of Respondent reducing her account balances to zero, she wanted to withdraw her complaint.  I asked her to respond within 10 days.



I did not receive any response from Complainant.  I did receive a letter dated May 14, 2003, from an attorney representing Complainant in a landlord-tenant dispute.  The attorney requested copies of the file for this case.  I responded by letter dated May 19, 2003, in which I advised that I was not custodian of the Commission’s files.  I did enclose copies of the prior correspondence.  I asked the attorney to advise me within 10 days whether Complainant wanted to proceed with her complaint.  I have heard nothing further from Complainant, Respondent or counsel for Complainant.
Discussion


The matter raised in the complaint dealt with balances owed to Respondent.  Those balances have now been eliminated.  Complainant has not responded to my request that she indicate her preference as to withdrawing the complaint or proceeding with it.  I conclude that it is appropriate to dismiss the current complaint without prejudice to Complainant filing another complaint based on the same set of facts in the future.
ORDER



THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



That the complaint of Beverly Wiggins against PECO Energy Company, docketed at Z-01171158, is dismissed without prejudice.
