INITIAL DECISION

I. HISTORY OF  THE PROCEEDINGS
On various dates, each of the above captioned individuals (hereinafter Complainants) filed separate complaints against Metropolitan Edison Company (hereinafter Respondent) wherein they averred that Respondent’s electric service was unreasonable due to several lengthy power outages which have occurred during the past two years.  Respondent filed answers to each of the complaints, as well as New Matter, all of which admitted that there have been several interruptions of services, and wherein the Respondent’s actions to remediate to problem (already performed and those planned for the future) were set forth.

An Initial Hearing was convened on June 12, 2003, at which time the 

Complainants failed to appear and participate.  Complainants had been sent  hearing notices (by first class mail) for said hearing. 

II. DISCUSSION

Concerning the subject matter of this proceeding, Complainants have the burden

of  proof.  See 66 Pa. C.S.A. section 332.
By their failure to appear and present any evidence at the hearing set aside for that purpose, Complainants have failed to meet their said burden of proof.  Accordingly, the complaints must be dismissed.
III. CONCLUSION OF LAW
This Commission has jurisdiction over the subject of this proceeding and over the parties thereto.  

IV. ORDER 
Upon consideration of the foregoing, we now issue this ORDER:

That the complaints filed by Alfredo and Judith M. Torres (at C-20039380) and
Andrew G. Koczenskt (at C-20039400) and Grisel and Pepito Berrios (at C-20039406)

and Ed Vanderzee (at
C-20039432) and Barbara L. Gaffney (at C-20039465) against

Metropolitan Edison Company be and are hereby DISMISSED, with prejudice.
