On January 9, 2003, US LEC of Pennsylvania Inc. (Company) filed Supplement No. 6 to Competitive Local Exchange Services Tariff Telephone Pa. P.U.C. No. 1 to become effective January 10, 2003.  This filing proposes to add certain clarifications which would make an invoice and the charges levied to be deemed binding, if a customer does not give the Company notice of a billing or rate dispute within the approved dispute period.
Commission Staff has reviewed the filing, and further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, the proposed revisions to Tariff Telephone Pa. P.U.C. No. 1 has been permitted to become effective January 10, 2003, by operation of law, and the Secretary’s Bureau will mark this case closed.

However, this approval does not constitute a determination that the tariff is just, lawful and reasonable; rather, this is a determination that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Furthermore, our approval is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against this filing.
