HISTORY OF THE PROCEEDING AND DISCUSSION


On February 14, 2003, Ms. Mumbauer filed her Complaint against UGI Utilities, Inc. - Gas Division (UGI or Company).  Her Complaint alleged her inability to pay her gas bills and requested payment arrangements.  



A hearing was scheduled before the undersigned on July 29, 2003.  By letter dated June 18, 2003, the attorney for UGI informed me that the Company had received a Proof of Claim form for Ms. Mumbauer.  (A copy of the form was attached to the letter.)  The form was from the United States Bankruptcy Court for the Eastern District of Pennsylvania at Case Number 0322053.  The form specified that the debtors, Richard J. and Deborah L Mumbauer had filed for Chapter 13 Bankruptcy on the April 17, 2003.  At my direction, the July 29 hearing was cancelled by the Office of Administrative Law Judge scheduling staff.


Under the circumstances, I will take official notice of the filing of the petition in the Bankruptcy Court.  52 Pa. Code §§5.406 and 5.408.  Accordingly, the case should be dismissed because the Bankruptcy Court has preempted this Commission’s jurisdiction for pre-petition debts.
FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW


1.
The debt in issue for this case arose before April 17, 2003.



2.
Ms. Mumbauer filed a petition for Chapter 13 Bankruptcy before the United State Bankruptcy Court, Eastern District of Pennsylvania, at Case Number 0322053 on April 17, 2003.



3.
A presiding officer may take official notice of a public document on file with another governmental agency.  52 Pa. Code §§5.406 and 5.408.


4.
The Commission’s subject matter jurisdiction over this case has been preempted by the Bankruptcy Code.

IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That the case of Debbie Mumbauer v. UGI Utilities, Inc. - Gas Division, at Docket No. C-20039491 is hereby dismissed.
