ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:

On July 9, 2003, Law Bureau Prosecutory Staff filed the above-captioned Formal Complaint against Conectiv Energy Supply, Inc. (Conectiv). This prosecution was initiated due to Conectiv’s failure to maintain financial security as required by 66 Pa. C.S. §2809(c)(1)(i) and 52 Pa. Code §54.40.  
Conectiv was granted an EGS license by the Commission on August 31, 2000.  On April 4, 2003, Conectiv’s bond expired without a request from Conectiv to abandon its license.  On July 25, 2003, in response to the formal complaint, Conectiv requested the cancellation of its EGS license.  Conectiv notified us that it has not provided electric generation supplier service to Pennsylvania retail customers since June of 2002.  Further, it has not engaged in marketing activities since June of 2001.  Conectiv has also provided documentation to the Commission demonstrating that it has satisfied its 2002 Pennsylvania tax obligations.
Since Conectiv has no electric customers in the Commonwealth, we believe the voluntary relinquishment and abandonment of its license will have no impact on the public, electric distribution utilities or providers of last resort.  Accordingly, we will waive the notification provisions of 52 Pa. Code §54.41(b), relating to customer and utility service provider notification prior to license abandonment.

As a result of Conectiv’s desire to no longer operate as an EGS, we will cancel its license at A-110138, and concomitantly dismiss as moot the Complaint filed at C-20030686; THEREFORE, 

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the EGS license held by Conectiv at A-110138 is hereby cancelled. 

2. That the Complaint filed by the Law Bureau Prosecutory Staff against Conectiv at C-20030686 is dismissed as moot.

3. That the Secretary shall strike Conectiv’s name from all EGS lists maintained by the Annual Report Section of the Secretary's Bureau and the Assessment Section of the Bureau of Administrative Services.

That a copy of this order is served on the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business Advocate, the Pennsylvania Department of Revenue and all electric distribution companies.
