ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:



On June 23, 2003, Tanglwood Lakes Country Club, Inc. t/a Paupack Hills Golf & Country Club, (“Petitioner”) pursuant to the provisions of 52 Pa. Code §57.86, filed a Petition requesting an exception from the Commission’s requirements for underground utilities.  This Petition is in connection with the development of a tract of land (“Country Club Village”) located on Shiney  Mountain Road, Palmyra Township, Pike County.



Country Club Village comprises 8 lots of more than two acres each. The lots are being sold as bare land to individual builders.  All utilities in the surrounding area are overhead utilities. 



The Commission’s regulations provide that “whenever a public utility or an affected person believes that the application of the requirements in §57.83 (relating to Applicants for electric service) works an undue hardship, involves a physical impossibility, or is otherwise inappropriate, the utility or person may request an exception from the underground requirements.”



The Petitioner is seeking an exception on the basis of undue economic hardship caused by excessive rock formations.  The Petitioner included statements from qualified professional engineers and surveyors attesting to the magnitude of the problem.


On July 31, 2003, the Petitioner served a copy of the Petition on the following affected parties as required by 52 Pa. Code §57.86: PPL Electric Utilities Corp., Verizon Pennsylvania Inc., Palmyra Township Commissioners, Pike County Commissioners and Blue Ridge Communications.  The Petitioner has provided to the Commission, proof of service of the Petition on the affected parties.  The parties notified had 20 days from the date of service to file any exceptions to the Petition, or request formal hearings.  No exceptions or requests for formal hearings have been filed.



In consideration of the foregoing, we find and determine that the Petitioner meets the requirements as defined at 52 Pa. Code §57.86 and should be granted an exception from the Commission’s requirements for underground electric distribution facilities.  This exception will also apply to the provision of telephone service as provided for at 52 Pa. Code §63.41(i); THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:



1.  That the Petition at Docket No. E-00030056 filed by Tanglwood Lakes Country Club t/a Paupack Hills Golf & Country Club, Inc. for an exception from the Commission’s requirements for underground electric distribution facilities in connection with the development of Country Club Village, located in Palmyra Township, Pike County, be and hereby is, granted. This exception also applies to the provision of telephone service as provided for at 52 Pa. Code § 63.41(i).
