F I N A L    O R D E R



In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Wayne L. Weismandel dated July 11, 2003, has become final without further Commission action; 
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the Complaint of Stacy McKain against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation at Docket Number Z-01199806 is dismissed for failure to bear the burden of proof.

2.
That the previously rendered decision of the Bureau of Consumer Services is adopted.

3.
That within 15 days of the date the Commission’s Order in this case is entered, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation shall tender a bill, calculated in accordance with the Commission’s Opinion and Order adopted May 1, 2003, entered May 21, 2003, in Charles Stammel v. PG Energy, a Division of Southern Union Company, Docket Number C-20027994, to Stacy McKain in the net total amount due to become current with the payment arrangement contained in the determination of the Bureau of Consumer Services, at BCS Case No. 1199806.

4.
That within 30 days of the date the Commission’s Order in this case is entered, Stacy McKain shall pay, by cash, certified check, or money order, to PPL Electric Utilities Corporation a sum or sums of money equal to the amount of the bill tendered to her in accordance with Order Paragraph 3, above, to become current with the determination of the Commission’s Bureau of Consumer Services, as of the date of entry of the Commission’s Order.

5.
That commencing with the next billing period subsequent to the Commission’s final Order in this proceeding, Stacy McKain shall simultaneously pay to PPL Electric Utilities Corporation, by cash, certified check, or money order, her regular monthly budget bill (as from time-to-time recalculated based upon usage) plus $50 on her arrearage, until the arrearage is paid in full.

6.
That Stacy McKain shall make the total monthly payment as set forth in Order Paragraph 5, above, on or before her monthly bill due date.

7.
That as long as Stacy McKain complies with the terms of this Order, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation shall not suspend or terminate service except for valid safety or emergency reasons.

8.
That if Stacy McKain fails to comply with the terms of this Order, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation is hereby authorized to suspend or terminate service upon compliance with all applicable tariff and regulatory requirements and to take any other action permitted by law.

9.
That the record at Docket Number Z-01199806 be marked closed.
