MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN ROBERT K. BLOOM
At the Public Meeting of September 18, 2003, the Commission unanimously approved my Motion (copy attached) regarding the “Compliance Tariff of Philadelphia Gas Works (PGW) in Response to Restructuring Order Entered on March 31, 2003 – FUS-1377.”  That Motion directed the Staff of the Bureau of Fixed Utility Services (FUS) to delete a sentence from PGW’s proposed tariff.  However, in hindsight, that directive would have Staff delete a portion of PGW’s tariff that recites Section 59.21(f)(1) of our Regulations.
Rather than edit the proposed tariff, it is more prudent to add a sentence that accomplishes the intended result, i.e., a customer can verbally request a meter test.

THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

1. The Motion acted on Public Meeting of September 18, 2003 which involved FUS-1377 be rescinded.


2. A sentence be added to the Philadelphia Gas Works proposed tariff that states that a customer can verbally request a meter test.


3. The Bureau of Fixed Utility Services prepare an Order consistent with this Motion.
