In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Fred R. Nene dated August 25, 2003, has become final without further Commission action; 
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. The complaint of Thomas Lee v. National Fuel Gas Distribution Corporation at Docket No. C-20039752 is dismissed with prejudice for failure to prosecute.

2. In order to have natural gas service restored, Thomas Lee shall make a payment in the amount of $2,529.00 to National Fuel Gas Distribution Corporation.

3. In the event Thomas Lee shall pay the amount set forth in paragraph 2, he shall continue to pay National Fuel Gas Distribution his monthly budget amount each month thereafter, plus $15.00 each month by the due date until the arrearages on his account are paid in full.
