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MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN ROBERT K. BLOOM
Before the Commission for consideration is the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Herbert Smolen (ALJ) regarding the inability to pay Complaint of Ella Kirkland (Complainant) against PECO Energy Company (PECO).  The Complaint was an appeal of the Bureau of Consumer Services (BCS) Decision
 which directed the Complainant to make a lump sum payment of $1,058.08 by March 28, 2003 and then pay her monthly budget bills plus $15 per month towards the arrearage of $1,923.76.

The ALJ properly required a Claypool catch-up amount
 that included the lump sum and consumption portion of the bill.  However, the ordering paragraphs of the Initial Decision only reference the consumption portion of the bill.  So that there is no confusion to either PECO, who must rebill the Complainant in fifteen days, or the Complainant, who must pay the amount in sixty days, the Initial Decision should be modified to reflect that the lump sum amount is also due.  
THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

1. The Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Herbert Smolen is modified consistent with this Motion.

2. The Office of Special Assistants shall prepare the appropriate Order consistent with this Motion.
