OPINION AND ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:


We adopt as our action the Initial Decision of Special Agent Amanda N. Rumsey issued September 29, 2003.  The Special Agent properly required a Claypool catch-up amount
 that included the lump sum and consumption portion of the bill.  However, the Ordering Paragraphs of the Initial Decision only reference the consumption portion of the bill.  So that there is no confusion to either PECO Energy Company, who must re-bill the Complainant in fifteen days, or the Complainant, who must pay the amount in sixty days, the Ordering Paragraphs of the Initial Decision are hereby modified to reflect that the $775.00 lump sum amount is also due.  This modification has been added to Ordering Paragraph No. 2, below; THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:


1.
That the Initial Decision of Special Agent Amanda N. Rumsey is adopted, as modified by this Opinion and Order.  


2.
That the Complaint of Shirley A. Kinlaw v. PECO Energy Company is dismissed.  


3.
That PECO Energy Company shall issue a bill, within fifteen (15) days of the date of entry of this Opinion and Order, to Shirley A. Kinlaw which represents the missed consumption payment resulting from non-compliance with the BCS Decision, and includes the lump sum payment of $775.00 which had been ordered by the BCS Decision dated January 9, 2003.  



4.
That the bill issued in accordance with Ordering Paragraph No. 3 will be due and payable by Shirley A. Kinlaw within sixty (60) days of issuance.  



5.
That, thereafter, Shirley A. Kinlaw shall pay to PECO Energy Company monthly budget bills, plus sixty dollars ($60.00) per month toward the arrearage.  


6.
That, as long as Shirley A. Kinlaw keeps the payment schedule stated in this Opinion and Order, PECO Energy Company shall not suspend or terminate her utility service except for valid safety or emergency reasons or assess late payment or finance charges against her account.  


7.
That, if Shirley A. Kinlaw does not keep the payment schedule stated in this Opinion and Order, PECO Energy Company is authorized to suspend or to terminate her utility service in accordance with the Commission's regulations in Chapter 56 of Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code.
