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The Complainants allege that UGI Utilities, Inc. (UGI) improperly terminated natural gas service in violation of various provisions of the Public Utility Code.   


I request that the following issues be addressed in this proceeding:

· A comprehensive analysis of the economic evaluation used by the Company to determine that it was not economically viable to replace its natural gas main in the area in question.

· The factual and legal bases for the allegations made in Paragraph 3A of the Complaint and UGI’s responses thereto. 

· Whether UGI’s decision with regard to the provision of service to the residences on Dauphin Street is consistent with: (1) any system planning studies it has conducted to plan for the replacement, modernization, and development of its gas distribution system and (2) any main replacement prioritization process/model it utilizes.

· A discussion of whether UGI’s actions, as related to this proceeding, are consistent with Chapter 15 of the Public Utility Code.     


Moreover, I request that the following be made a part of the record in this proceeding:

· Whether UGI, its predecessors, or any other jurisdictional utility (not limited to natural gas) has discontinued utility service in a similar manner.

· A detailed list of all expenses, including the cost of the first full tank of propane, incurred by the company to make the conversions to propane. These expenses should be itemized separately for each premise converted. All joint costs such as engineering, customer notification, and legal analyses should be itemized and listed separately.

· A detailed account history for the past four years prior to conversion for each premise. 


I request that the Commission’s Secretary serve a copy of this Statement on the Chief Administrative Law Judge, the Chief Counsel, and all parties to the proceeding.
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
